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The president of our association was invited from Association RoWNI – Roma Women Network Italy to attend the workshop For the Roma Strategy 2021-2025.


The result of the International Workshop Romnialution
organised by RoWNI in Rome, Italy on November 23-24 
as a contribution to the definition of the European Roma Strategy 2021-2025. 

We ask that the 2021-2027 Roma Strategy decide to support some main topics that concern Roma and Sinti people:

· EDUCATION

Roma and Sinti mediators as pedagogical assistants.

Elementary education is obligatory and must be accessible to all, without discrimination.
Any form of segregation in school represents a heavy form of discrimination and interrupts with violence at the roots the possibilities of individual development.
Teachers and school staff have a public role and represent models of reference for children and their families. Discriminatory or disparaging actions and attitudes in the school environment must be sanctioned.
Teachers and school staff must be trained to adequately involve Roma and Sinti children and adolescents and their families. Public structures and training agencies must work on this issue in collaboration with Roma and Sinti associations.

· HOUSING
Respect the specificities of Roma and Sinti families and do not generate ghetos.

Dignified housing conditions represent the basis for family life and for education of young generations. The heaviest obstacles in the access to housing are the pervasive discrimination and the dramatically low levels of schooling of Roma and Sinti. Families need targeted measures and support:
Help-desks within the communities to support regular access to public-supported housing opportunities: help to prepare the documentation and mediation in the relationship with the local government and bureaucracy  .
Tutoring and support to families in the bureaucratic process: when adequately followed by Roma and Sinti mediators, families become independent and can further advise and help other families.
Training and update for Roma and Sinti mediators doing community work.

HEALTH

Priority:
Augment the diffusion and enhance the activities of community clinics.
Roma and Sinti women mediators in the social-health field:
women from the community, trained and inserted in the working group of community clinics in collaboration with the public health officials.

Raise the awareness of Roma and Sinti people on the importance of the prevention.
Support and mediation in social-health field for persons with linguistic difficulties.
Bureaucratic support in accessing publish health system.
Bureaucratic support for claiming rights and support for people with disabilities and specific public health opportunities for people experiencing poverty and non-EU citizens.
Regulate the phenomenon of repeated vaccinations and unify the archive of vaccinations.
